City Manager
Announces Retirement
Euless City Manager Gary McKamie
announced that he will retire on
January 31, 2015 after 42 years with the
city.
McKamie joined the City of Euless in
1973 where he began as a dispatcher.
McKamie worked in several positions
in the Police Department during his
tenure in Euless. He eventually rose
through the ranks as a Patrol Officer,
Detective, Sergeant, Lieutenant,
Assistant Police Chief and then Chief
of Police in 1993 for six years. He
became the Deputy City Manager in
1999 and served in that capacity for
eight years. He then was appointed
City Manager in 2007.

As City Manager, McKamie oversaw
major commercial development in
